The Beef Industry Safety Summit continues its effort to bring industry leaders and safety professionals together from all sectors of the beef production, processing and marketing chain to focus on strategies to improve beef’s safety.  As part of the annual Summit, the presentation of research results plays a key role in filling and identifying new knowledge gaps so safety strategies can be adjusted to incorporate the latest information.

The Beef Safety Research Update Session is scheduled for Wednesday, March 7th from 8:00 to 11:30 AM.  Scientists are invited to present research results from projects that were funded by ALL funding sources, not just The Beef Checkoff.  Progress reports for projects that are ongoing (i.e.  USDA funded multi-year projects) are welcome, even if the work is not complete.
Abstract Submission Details

All researchers interested in presenting during this session are asked to submit an abstract based on the following outline:

· Project Title 

· Presenter name and contact information
· Category (pre-harvest pathogen reduction, post-harvest pathogen reduction, methodology improvements)
· Objective/Hypothesis

· Experimental Treatments (no detailed methodology)

· Key Results

· How this information can be applied in the industry 
· One graph or table illustrating key results
 Abstracts are limited to 500 words and not exceed two pages.
Abstracts must be submitted to Mandy Carr at mcarr@beef.org by January 31.
Abstracts will be evaluated by a selection committee and applicants will be notified regarding acceptance by February 8.

  

Presentations and Posters

All accepted abstracts will be printed and provided to the attendees.  Each presenter will have 10 minutes to present a research summary which should focus on the application of the research data to enhance safety systems throughout the beef chain.  Power Point slides that summarize the information included in the abstract may be used.  A short question and answer session will follow each presentation.
ALL presenters must bring a poster to display and be available to discuss their research with attendees during the evening receptions on March 7th and 8th.  Posters should fit in a space 36 inches wide by 48 inches high.  Supplies to hang posters will be provided.
